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How it works: 
The SL-RAT comes in two parts: 

a transmitter and a receiver that 
are placed on adjacent 

manholes. The transmitter 

sends tones down the pipe and 
the receiver analyzes those 

tones for degradation. Based on 

the quality of the sound, each 
pipe segment is given a 

blockage score from 1 to 10. 

The Resu Its: 
Pipe segments scoring a 6 or 
above are flowing freely and 
reed no further work. The SL-
RAThas been used to inspect 
over 100 mil lion feet of pipe, 
and in the average system, 72% 
were flowing great. That means 
that more than 72 million feet 
of pipe did not need to be 
cleaned.
